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Green Energy Fund Application.

Introduction.

London Energy and SWEB Energy part of EDF Energy, launched the Green Tariff on the 10th of September 2001. The tariff incorporates a Green Energy Fund, Renewable energy matching and energy efficiency measures.

The Green Energy Fund generates revenue through a voluntary contribution by customers (0.4p per unit of electricity.) This money is matched penny for penny by London Electricity and SWEB.

The fund is overseen by a committee including members of London Electricity / SWEB and an independent renewable energy consultant.

This revenue will be made available to organisations on a regular basis. The frequency of funding rounds will be dependent on the size of the fund and volumes of applications but is expected to be on a six monthly basis.  

Funding.

Funding will be provided to cover the costs associated with the installation of small-scale renewable technology and a proportion of the funding requested may be used for educational purposes (Up to 20%). Funding may also be requested for feasibility studies into the installation of small-scale renewable technology. 

There will be no minimum value for grants.

There will be a maximum grant value of £5,000 (Five Thousand Pounds) for feasibility studies.

There will be a maximum grant value of £30,000 (Thirty Thousand Pounds) for installations. 

NB. A maximum grant value of £50,000 will be considered for projects considered to be of a significantly high quality.

The fund committee will be responsible for the allocation of funding. Details of the criteria used will follow.

Under circumstances where additional funding is available (E.g. DTI funding for PV) it will be a requirement that applicants have made an application for match funding.

Any application will be more favourably received if additional funding from other sources has been secured.

Eligibility.

The following types of organisation are welcome to make an application for funding.



Non profit or charitable organisations and or organisations involved in education and or work at community level.

Individual householders should not apply for funding.

Criteria.

The fund committee have a number of objectives which the fund should fulfil. These include 

· That the fund should support less established technologies where possible.

· That the installations funded should benefit local communities in addition to the environment.

· That a wide range of technologies and organisations are funded.

The following evaluation criteria have been set out to aid the committee in their decisions and applicants should consider these when making an application.

Filter criteria.

These criteria will be used to assess an application prior to going to committee. Applications which fail the criteria will be rejected immediately and will not go to committee stage.

1. The project must be located within either the SWEB or London Electricity supply areas.

2. The funding requested must be for the installation of renewable generation plant. (A proportion may be used for education or awareness raising). Or for feasibility studies into the installation or renewable generation plant

Evaluation Criteria.

Once the applications have gone to committee stage the evaluation criteria will be used. Applications will be scored against three categories and a total score will be given to the projects.

Category one

Community benefits.
1
The project demonstrates little or no community benefits other than those normally associated with renewable energy (Such as CO2 reductions).
1 point

2
The project demonstrates limited community benefits in that they are limited to a small cross section of the community and only benefit in a limited way.
2 points

3
The project demonstrates either benefits to a large cross section of the community or provides a wide range of benefits but not both.
3 points

4
The project demonstrates a wide range of benefits to a large cross section of the community.
4 points

5
As above and the project demonstrates a high level of community support. (I.e. the local community are supportive of the project or have requested it.)
5 points

Category two

Project Value.
(Does the project demonstrate value for money. Could the fund be spent better elsewhere)

NB. The committee will, where it feels necessary, return to the applicant for additional information prior to its decision.

In addition the projects:

· Will have appropriate planning permission.

· Comply with all relevant safety regulations

Awarding Grants.

The Green Energy Fund committee will assess all valid applications. The decision to fund will be based on merit and within the context of the aims outlined and size of the fund available. The committee decision is final and is not open to appeal.

All applicants will be notified by letter

Successful applicants will be awarded funding following receipt of an invoice.

Application process.

There is no application form.

Applications should be made by mail or email. Applications should be no more than 4 pages of A4 and should answer the following questions in order:
